WHEREAS, Chapter IX, Section 19 of the Charter of the City of Norwich states, “The city 
treasurer shall have custody of and disburse all funds belonging to the city and shall 
deposit the same in such banks and trust companies as may be designated by the council 
on recommendation of the chief executive officer by this charter;” and

“qualified public depository” as defined in Connecticut General Statutes Section 36a-
330(8); and 
 
WHEREAS, City Treasurer Michael Gualtieri requests that City Manager John 
Salomone, as chief executive officer of the City of Norwich, recommend additions to the 
list of banks and trust companies into which the City Treasurer may deposit funds.
